We like to give each class a summer shopping list of items that would be helpful for your child to bring in August.  The state budget has made it difficult for the school to provide more than paper and textbooks. These are supplies that we typically use in Mrs. Limberg’s Class:

14. ONE INCH BINDER with CLEAR PLASTIC COVER (so you can slide cover for Ag. Report inside)
